In my recent visit to Nuba Mountains, we started digging
the foundation of the school even though it was busy time of their when people are so busy. The NOAH previous
team were worked harder on their ability but too busy to manage the building project as it has been planned.
However, the Lord has enabled us to be accomplished halfway building of classrooms in which we plan to open
school on coming October by God’s grace and willingness. Here is the report of what we have done so far in my

currently visit to the Nuba Mountains.

done so much we are able to arrive in this level completion of six classes within 3 months only. Not only thank the

builders but assistance as well 1/ Asir 2/ Amalia 3/ Nabil and others who contributed to the school building project.







Andraws is up there on building from outside behind the school and Andraws is belong to Moro tribe resides in

Charphoa area.

You can see the end of the building and this side of line is pointing to South of school direction and will take 9

classrooms together. And the other side you can they put conjunction bricks to join other left side of school building




that takes 6 classrooms to be built. And on the other side of right hand of East of school will also take 6 classrooms
to be built and we have already established the foundation and is ready to go for building. On at the north direction

of the school there is school hall 45 by 25 meters long they have said that it will occupy 1500 to 2000 students.

Further, on the north direction of the school it would be as well swimming pool near to the sports-field behind

school hall. They have indicated the sports-field would have more than for example, soccer, basketball, netball,

volleyball, and athletic and so on.




So far, the builder had finished 5 classrooms which you can see it and they are now working to finalise the roofing

and to conclude other minor job. It is great achievement | can say and am so proud of those men and women who
helped with water and other assistance they have contributed. NOAH office of Nuba Mountains suggested that
the school could open on coming October of this year 2022. However, | am so yet whether that could happen or

not due to other resources and availability of budget.

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School small farm

This field is for sorghum crops and these seeds are very productive and grow in the Nuba Mountains’ soil. Not only

that but the local people like it most and it is very popular for food in the region and whole Sudan.
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School is to help provide hospitality assistance to the students as most of the parents in Nuba Mountains do not
provide lunch for their children during school hours. And therefore, we plan to make that food available to our
students during those hours in school. This farm though is to support school project with extra help for two meals

a day lunch and dinner for those who would be in boarding school and day students.
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This is NOAH tractor with Adnan the driver who is from Kadugli and his tribe call Meri people and he is a Muslim

man and, he said that he is a mechanic too. They brough him from Omdurman in Khartoum to work for us. The
tractor can do most of the agricultural work in all fields, sorghum, peanuts, sesames. However, it does require

other part such as spares to enable it to run and get the job done.
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The tractor was helpful with building provides stones and sands for school building and thank all the team
who work together in bringing these materials. And, sometimes filling the tank when it is empty not only that, but

it helps with transportation of people.
